Paul Philips from Benson Machines-Li nsi nger 6s Austr al
gave an interesting and discussion provoking presentation at the February
quarterly meeting.

Paul 6s pr esent at ileading techhology ramcLmgbingero r |
Austria, which outlined the solution to the worldwide problem of efficient
maintenance of the rolling contact profile of railway track.

Linsinger Austria has developed an innovative milling method enabling the
maintenance to be a controlled process, where the profile and surface finish
of the track is predictable and consistent.

Paul responded to the many questions were raised and outlined the benefits which included:

1 The track can generally be processed and finished in one pass, meaning track occupation is minimised,
1 Processing speeds of more than 25m/min have been achieved,
1 The Linsinger method is done dry and there is no risk of fire.

This unique technology is gaining worldwide acceptance throughout Europe and Asia.

Paul also described the various delivery methods which included rail mounted and a road truck version allowing
easy deployment at possession restricted track sites. Paul inverted members and guests to visit the Lingsinger
Austria rail milling expert at the upcoming RTAA field day if they wished to delve into more technical detail.
